If you have asked these questions then this study 
is for you!  Christian Believer is a 30-week study of the classical doctrines of the 

Christian faith. These doctrines include God’s Providence, the Trinity, Atonement, 
Judgment, Eternal Life and many more. Participants have daily readings of both 
Scripture and writings of early and modern church leaders and theologians. Once a 

week, individuals meet together to watch a video and discuss what they have learned. 
This study will help you understand more fully what the Church has believed and taught 
over the centuries and to learn the concepts and images that unite us all as Christian

This 28-week study offers small groups a powerfully transforming experience in spiritual 
formation. All resources in the series explore classic spiritual practices, and invite 
participants to develop daily patterns that open their lives to a deepening relationship 

with God and one another. Topics include The Flow and Means of Grace; Dealing with 
Impediments to Prayer; Studying Scripture as a Spiritual Discipline; and How Do I Know 
God’s will for My Life?  Participants will be asked to keep a journal and share reflections

The 
members of this class are given a basic knowledge of the most prominent stories and lessons from

Youth (Youth Room located in the Pavillion):  (6th-12th grade)  The Youth class is a faith-

based discussion of various topics.  Jeffrey McCumber is the teacher. 
 

Young Parents Class (Room #1) – (Parents)  This is a new class for parents of children in 

Sunday School.  This class will be a topical class studying topics related to what their children are 
studying or topics decided on by the class.
